The  above  was written  on  the  front  cover  of  the  packet  for  the
Pastoral Care (MPC) Conference at Wheaton College that I attended
July 17-22.  This conference was designed to bring healing to people
who are struggling with various deep wounds.
 
EVERYTHING was focused on Christ  and His work on the Cross,
His  sufficiency,  our  personal  responsibility  for  our  sin  and  the
fullness  of  Christ's  forgiveness.   I  went  to  learn  how  to  better
understand people's wounded-ness and the full degree to which it
can  spiritually  and emotionally  paralyze  people.   This can  cause
them to live a "masked" life, to not live in reality and leave them
feeling worthless and empty.  This is why so many embrace habits
and addictions as ways to  cope  with  their  pain.   I  met  so  many
precious broken people with stories that caused many a tear.
 
I am also learning learning why wounded people can have trouble
truly finding Christ.  many times they can feel as if they need to do
more Christian "activities" (i.e. pray, serve, go to church) to be closer
to God.  Closeness with God does not come in this way.  What is
needed is inner healing.
 
 I  was blessed  by  the  transparency  of  the  speakers.   They  were
willing to shed tears, recalling their stories of childhood pain.  Now,
they glow with the face of Christ, as they are used to lead others to
wholeness.
   
After maybe an hour of lecture each speaker would lead us all in
"Healing Prayer."  I can hardly describe the holiness of these times.

July  brought  us  to  a

delightful group of people at

the  Downtown  Rescue

Mission.  For many years, Dr.

("Doc"),  Darwin  Overholt

was  the  Director  of  the

Buffalo  City  Mission.   He

was dearly loved in  Buffalo

and served the city and the

people  well.   Buffalo  has

missed  Darwin  but  were

happy to see God send him

to  Alabama  to  serve  this

new community with just as

much integrity and heart.

 

After  several years here, Darwin handed the directorship off  to his son,

Keith.  Our relationship with Keith goes way back to the Buffalo Christian

Center days with Brad and Director and Keith attending our college group

called FOCUS.  It has been a blessing to see how God has used and is still
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using these men daily in mission's work; Keth, with this great responsibility

of directing the mission, and Darwin teaching the men on a regular basis.

 

What a joy it was to give Christ's love to the clients who had already gone

through the 6-8 weeks of detox.  When we had our time with them, they

were more level-headed and their hearts and wills a bit more open to hear

the freedom story of Christ.  Each day, Brad and I met separately with the

men  and  women,  teaching  on  issues  of  the  heart,  giving  the  truths

necessary for them to find Christ's freedom, uncovering hidden sins and

defining their lives in light of Christ's redeeming work.  I, Robin was also

blessed to pray over and counsel a few ladies individually.

 

The mission is soon to have its 6th thrift store open.  Brad spent two days

teaching the approx. 40 managers and staff  of  those  stores on  what  it

means to live and be Pure for God.  One manager said to all of us, "This is

great!  We need to do this (meaning writing Heart Psalms)  with all of our

staff.  I  never would have known before today what she (an employee of

hers) was feeling!"  One of Brad's teachings was on the four relationships

we can have with God.  This teaching sheds light on the state of our hearts

and increases the Holy Spirit's conviction, needed in order to show us how

to live Pure for God.

 

One man in leadership outside of the mission staff expressed this to Brad:

"It  is hard to  listen when you know the speaker is speaking directly to

you."  Now we all know that it is the work of the precious Holy Spirit and

not Brad!  Praise the Lord.  This man has a lot of influence and we count

this as part of God's good work.

 

Brad  spoke  at  the  men's and  women's two  weekly chapels.    There  is

nothing  as  sweet  as  singing  and  speaking  before  a  group  of  men  and

women, some soft, some hard, some confused, some utterly broken, some

still full of the enemies work, BUT Jesus was there and we knew He was

moving in between each church pew, calling and beckoning each one. 

 

We just LOVE this work!  How rewarding, how humbling! 

 

We are blessed, as Doc and Keith have seen the need for us to return to

continue teaching and for me to be able to specifically meet with women

one-on-one.  Below are two testimonies from two dear ladies.

 

"I want to start a ministry to children alcoholics when I get out.  When I

was 8 years old, my parents taught me how to mix drinks.  All my youth

growing up, after school I would have drinks, not milk and cookies."

 

"I knew God must have been protecting me.  One night a man was coming
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at me to take my life.  Something in me said, 'Recite the Lord's Prayer.'  As I

began to,  the  man put  his hand  down and  turned  and  walked  away.  I

walked backwards and escaped."

 

Heart Psalms lead people to learn how to practice removing layer upon

layer of "junk" in their hearts that keep them from hearing the voice of the

Lord.  When we led the session on Heart Psalms, these are some of the

words they gave that expressed the condition of their hearts before God:

"Open,  warm,  reaching,  challenged,  blank,  large,  disapproved,  medium,

incomplete,  fearful,  humble,  anticipation,  Oh  Boy!,  hopeful,  empty,

distrusting, calloused, heavy, confused, strong, shady and hurt."

 

I must add, while writing this article, a previous student of ours who has

sadly chosen a hard path, now broken and hurt, just texted me to say she is

writing a Heart Psalm!  She is trying to find her way back to God! Please

pray for her!
